I. If you are a parent supporting your child, please let them have ownership of their play without instructing them
too often as this can confuse them. We hope that children will enjoy their experiences of competing for the school,
therefore, it is important to remember that coaching is when we can instruct and playing is when children need to
make their own decisions.
