Today we marked Developmental Language Disorder Day by having a PENS DOWN FRIDAY! We completed
activities and tasks without ANY WRITING! The idea is to allow us all to focus on how we use, understand and
need spoken language in our daily lives. DLD is a very common but under diagnosed condition, affecting 2 pupils per
class on average. It is a part of the neurodiversity spectrum. It can be difficult to identify and is often hidden. DLD is
related to how we understand language (receptive language skills) and how we are able to use language to express
ourselves (expressive language skills). To help someone with these difficulties we can slow down our speech,
choose our language carefully, use concise, unambiguous phrases and allow others time to process what they have
heard and to formulate their response.

Across the world today over 100 landmarks will be lit up in yellow and purple to highlight that DLD affects people
worldwide, in every language and every country. For further information please check out the RADLD
