Music Festival 

This term sees the return of our Music Festival for Year 2 - Year 6. This is an opportunity for children to prepare a 

performance and sing to the class, or, if they learn an instrument, to play to the class. The heats will take place in 

music lessons in the weeks beginning 17th and 24th May, with some children being selected to perform in the Finals, 

which I hope to arrange for some time in June. 

 

Children in Year 2 and Year 3 may choose to sing one of the songs that we have been learning in class this term or 

their own choice of song. Children in Year 4- Year 6 are free to choose their own song. Own choice songs MUST 

be age appropriate (i.e. no inappropriate lyrics or content). They may sing on their own or with a friend, but it is up 

to them to sort out who to sing with and to rehearse together.  

 

It is a great opportunity for those that learn an instrument to have the chance to perform to their friends. A good 

standard of performance is expected.  

 

Children do not have to sing or play - it is just as important to have a good audience for those that do perform.
