	In KS1: Pupils should be taught about: 

· changes within living memory. Where appropriate, these should be used to reveal aspects of change in national life 

· events beyond living memory that are significant nationally or globally [for example, the Great Fire of London, the first aeroplane flight or events commemorated through festivals or anniversaries] 

· the lives of significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national and international achievements. Some should be used to compare aspects of life in different periods [for example, Elizabeth I and Queen Victoria, Christopher Columbus and Neil Armstrong, William Caxton and Tim Berners-Lee, Pieter Bruegel the Elder and LS Lowry, Rosa Parks and Emily Davison, Mary Seacole and/or Florence Nightingale and Edith Cavell] 

· significant historical events, people and places in their own locality.

· Nurturing Nurses: Children learn about the women who changed the face of nursing during a time period that spans the Crimean War to WW1
	
	When I talk or write about features, events, people and themes from the past, I can include some details.

	· Stone Age to Iron Age: Children investigate the changes in Britain as a result of invaders and settles from the Stone Age to the Iron Age

· Invaders & Settlers -Romans: Children explore the impact of the Roman invasion on Britain
· The Railway Revolution: Children learn about the socio-economic impact of the introduction of the railway in Britain
	In KS2: Pupils should be taught about: 
· changes in Britain from the Stone Age to the Iron Age 
· the Roman Empire and its impact on Britain 

· Britain’s settlement by Anglo-Saxons and Scots
· the Viking and Anglo-Saxon struggle for the Kingdom of England to the time of Edward the Confessor

· WW1: Children learn about the causes and consequences of the First World War, including what life was like for people and animals

History helps pupils to understand the complexity of people’s lives, the process of change, the diversity of societies and relationships between different groups, as well as their own identity and the challenges of their time.’

They should ask and answer questions, choosing and using parts of stories and other sources to show that they
know and understand key features of events. They should understand some of the ways in which we find out about the past and identify different ways
inwhich it s represented.

Pupils should continue to develop a chronologically secure knowledge and understanding of British, local and world history, establishing clear narratives
within and across the periods they study. They should note connections, contrasts and trends over time and develop the appropriate use of hstorical
terms.

They should construct informed responses that involve thoughtful selection and organisation of relevant historical information. They should understand
how our knowledge of the past is constructed from a range of sources.
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
